
Geopolitical: Relating to the link between international politics and the
geography of a region.
Disruptions: Disturbance or problems which interrupt an event, activity, or
process.
Tenure: The period of time during which someone holds an important job or
office.

Diversification: The process of a country enlarging or varying its range of
products or partners.
Consequential: Following as a result or effect; also meaning very important.
Emboldened: Given the courage or confidence to do something or behave in a
certain way.
Dominant: Most important, powerful, or influential.
Plagued: To be continually troubled or distressed by something.
Propulsion: The action of driving or pushing forward an object like a
submarine.
Mobility: The ability to move between different countries for work or living.
Alternative: One of two or more available possibilities.
Implementing: Putting a decision, plan, or agreement into official effect.
